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Albanese urges transparency on Gaza aid
worker deaths

Anthony Albanese has called for Israel

to be more transparent and accountable
in its investigation into the air strike
deaths of multiple aid workers.

Seven aid  workers, including
Australian Zomi Frankcom, were
killed during the Israeli Defence Force
strikes on a World Central Kitchen
convoy in early April as they were
delivering food in Gaza.

The federal government on Monday
announced former defence force
chief Mark Binskin would serve as a
special adviser to Australia on Israels
investigation of the incident.

The prime minister said independent
oversight was needed.

“We welcome more transparency,
more accountability for what is a tragic
occurrence, there have been almost
200 aid workers (who) have lost their
life during this conflict,” Albanese told
reporters in Canberra on Tuesday.

“No aid worker should be at risk

of losing their life when they are

providing support in a humanitarian
way.

“Quite clearly, in Gaza, there are dire
consequences for the population there.
Issues of access to clean water, access to
food, basic provisions, people suftering
greatly. We want to make sure that
that humanitarian support is available
there”

Albanese said the response to the aid
worker deaths and calling for the probe
was “unremarkable”, arguing other
prime ministers would have done the
same.

The PM also said he had spoken with
Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu on concerns about a
potential ground invasion of Gaza.
“Were very concerned about the
humanitarian consequences as are
like-minded countries, including the
United States,” he said.

It comes as Foreign Minister Penny
Wong held talks with her Egyptian
and Jordanian counterparts about
humanitarian responses to the conflict.
“Australia is working with countries
that have influence in the Middle
East to help protect and support
civilians, advocate for a humanitarian
ceasefire, to prevent conflict from
spreading, and to reinforce the need
for a just and enduring peace,” she
wrote on the social media platform X
on Tuesday.

“Israel must do more to ensure aid gets
into Gaza, including immediate action
to protect and support humanitarian
actors”
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David Johnston named
as new chief of defence force

Vice Admiral David Johnston has
been named the new Chief of the
Australian Defence Force.

Johnston, will take overin July from
the current chief General Angus
Campbell, who is the longest-
serving head of the defence force,
Prime Minister Anthony Albanese
said on Tuesday.
“Vice Admiral
consistently distinguished himself

Johnson has

with his capacity to ensure that
different elements of defence work
together,” he added.

“His understanding of integrated
defence will be critical to
delivering on the priorities and
recommendations of the defence
strategic review, ensuring our
force has the

defence right

capabilities and the right
leadership to meet the challenges
ahead”

Johnston joined the military in
1978 aged 16, and was named
vice-chief of the defence force in
2018, previously serving in Iraq
and Afghanistan.

His appointment marks the first
time in 23 years the chief of defence
force has come from the Navy.
The incoming defence force head
said he was honoured by the
appointment.

“I am very conscious of the
responsibility that comes with the
role, the strategic environment in
which we find ourselves and most
particularly the responsibility I

have to the extraordinary men
and women in the Australian
Defence Force and the families
who support them,” he said.
Johnston’s elevation has prompted
a shake-up of senior roles in the
defence force.

Air Marshal Robert Chipman,
who previously served as Chief
of the Air Force, will become the
next Vice Chief of the Australian
Defence Force.

Air ViceMarshal Stephen Chappell
will be appointed as the next chief
of the Royal Australian Air Force.
Defence Minister Richard Marles
said Johnston had been pivotal to
reform within the defence force.
“He has been in the engine room
of all the work that we have done
over the last two years and this is
a moment where we need a safe
pair of hands and deep experience
to take our defence force forward,”
he said.

“David hasbeen at the very heart of
reshaping the Australian Defence
Force both in terms of culture and
also, importantly, as the vice chief
of the defence force, in terms of
the platforms and capabilities that
we are seeking to acquire.”
Albanese also paid tribute to
Campbell, who has served in the
top job since 2018.

“He has earned the respect and
deep gratitude of Australia and we
wish him all the very best for his
future,” he said.

& Tablets, and Fit Bands and any and everything in between these not only measure

“Your Phone Is More Powerful Than The Computer In The Spaceship NASA Launched
This Week” Just think about it, how many times have you looked at your phone today?
Chances are you're looking at it right now. Before you try and deny that you are a
“TECH JUNKIE”, here are some stats to consider:

Australian men unlock their phones more than anyone in the world - on average 45 to
46 times a day, while for Australian women it is around 42 times.

Biggest user we have at the moment is a woman in America who uses her phone for
7.5 hours a day, every day on average. “That is a full time job”

Those figures have been calculated by Anti-Social, an app developed by Melbourne
software company BugBean, to monitor people’s use of social media.

According to BugBean Anti-Social's developer Chris Eade, Australian men and
women spend about two hours a day on their phones, and that is not including use
for music streaming, video streaming, or making calls - that is pure Facebook, web
surfing, WhatsApp, Instagram, and Snapchat.

Adam Alter, from the Stern School of Business, has written a book called Irresistible -
why we can’t stop checking, scrolling, clicking and watching.

He told Lateline around 50 per cent of the adult population has some form of
behavioural addiction. “

I think you can ask yourself if you have a problem and you’ll know;” he said.
“[People] feel that their lives are being encroached upon by devices, their social lives,
maybe their relationships with their loved ones and friends. They’re not experiencing
nature. They're not exercising”

Mr Alter said smartphones have changed human behaviour so much so that we
no longer allow ourselves to experience being bored. “Our boredom threshold has
declined to the point where you’ll get in an elevator for five seconds, take out your
phone,” he said.

“Boredom is very important for productivity, for creativity and new ideas, and if you
never allow yourself to be bored, you will never have those ideas”

“Youd think their children would be the biggest users of tech. But what you actually
find, it’s the reverse that alot of these tech titans refuse to let their kids near technology;
he said.

Steve Jobs in 2010 in an interview said things like, ‘you should use this device, but we
do not allow it in our home and we won't let our kids near it. He was talking about
the iPad.

The question from the above is: How to break up with your device?

Think about replacing the activities that you have done online with offline activities,
whether it's going for physical exercise, joining a community group, speaking with

your family or social activities instead of social media, just get out side with the nature.
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‘Bump and a jolt’: Boeing plane loses engine
cover mid-flight

Airline regulators in the US have

launched an investigation after an
engine covering fell off a Boeing
plane during takeoff, hitting the
aircraft’s wind flap.

The Southwest Airlines flight was
carrying 135 passengers and six
crew members bound for Houston
when it took off from Denver
International Airport early on
Sunday.

The Boeing 737-800 returned to
Denver safely after only 25 minutes
in the air and was towed to a gate.
No one on board was injured.

Air traffic control recordings have
revealed the incident.

“Let's go ahead and declare an
emergency for Southwest 3695,
and wed like an immediate return,’
an air traffic control official can be
heard saying.

“We've got a piece of the engine
cowling hanging off apparently.”

A cowling is a removable engine
cover.

Footage taken by some passengers
showed what appeared to be
part of the plane hanging off and
flapping in the breeze.

Lisa C. told the network that the
engine cowling “peeled off within
the first 10 minutes” of the flight.
“We all felt kind of a bump, a jolt,
and I looked out the window,
because I love window seats, and

there it was,” she said.
The footage also  captures
passengers cheering as the plane
lands safely back in Denver.
Southwest said travellers were
transferred to a different plane,
and scheduled to arrive in
Houston later on Sunday.

“Our maintenance teams are

reviewing the aircraft,” the airline

said.
The USs Federal Aviation
Administration is also

investigating the latest alarming
incident involving a Boeing plane.
They include a mid-flight plunge
that injured 50 peopleon a
LATAM Airlines Boeing 787 on
its way from Sydney to Auckland
last month and the grounding
of hundreds of Boeing aircraft
after part of the fuselage tore
off the left side of an Alaska
Airlines flight in January.

Footage circulating online in the
latest incident shows the ripped
engine cover flapping in the wind
with a torn Southwest logo.
According to FAA records, the
plane in Sunday’s emergency was
delivered in 2015.

US media reports that Southwest is
one of Boeing’s bigger customers,
with more than 200 737-800s. The
average age of its fleet is about 12

years.

Prime Minister Benjamin
Netanyahu stopped short, instead
calling it a “tragic case” that

“It's obvious that Israel is not

doing enough to protect the lives
of innocent people,” Clare told the
Seven Network on Friday morning.
“It's not good enough just to say
‘shit happens, that ‘this is war, and
that ‘people are going to die in a
war zone.”

“I want the war to stop,” Clare said.
“I want Israel to hear what
countries around the world are
saying.

“We need the killing to stop now,
we need the suffering to stop now.,

for Women’s Safety.

She has been the president
of the Australian Council for
International Development
and the president of Chief
Executive Women as well as a
commissioner of the National
Mental Health Commission.
Mostyn is a lawyer by trade and
served as an associate in the
Court of Appeals of the NSW
Supreme Court, before working
for Sydney law firms.

She has an extensive career

in the Australian business
world, working  in the
telecommunications and

insurance industry. She has held
senior positions with Virgin
Australia and Transurban and
has been chair of Citibank
Australia.

In 2020 Mostyn was awarded
by the United Nations for her
work advancing “sustainable
development as defined by the
UN and her leadership in the
areas of diversity and inclusion
in Australia”.

She has also spent much of her
career focusing on sustainability
and climate change, winning
recognition at the 2019 Investor
Group on Climate Change
awards.

What does a governor-general
do?

The governor-general operates as
a representative of the Australian
monarchy — in this case, King
Charles IIT — and is the figure
“in whom the executive power of
the Commonwealth is vested”
The role of the governor-general
is of a de facto head of state
carrying out the ceremonial day-
to-day duties on behalf of the
King.

They are one of three elements
that comprise a Commonwealth
parliament.

A governor-generals powers
include summoning, proroguing
and dissolving  parliament;

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Cranbrook teacher who allegedly sent
sexually explicit emails banned from

teaching in NSW schools

A Cranbrook School teacher who
allegedly sent sexually explicit

messages to former female
students has been temporarily
banned from working in New
South Wales schools.

confirmed “the teacher is no
longer employed” there.

He was on leave up until Monday
pending an investigation by
Cranbrook, after the ABC’s Four
Corners program revealed that
he had allegedly disclosed sexual
fantasies to a young woman who
he used to teach at Mt St Benedict
College, a Catholic girl’s school.
The teacher’s accreditation has
been suspended by the NSW
Education Standards Authority
(NESA), after the Office of
Children’s Guardian (OCG) put
an interim bar on his Working
with Children Check (WWCC).
Interim Bars on a WWCC can be
appealed at the NSW Civil and
Administrative Tribunal after six
months.

“With the safety and wellbeing of
children and students our main
priority, our immediate line of
inquiry into this matter related
to the teacher’s accreditation,” a
NESA spokesperson said.

The OCG’s website states that

“if there are concerns during the

risk assessment process that there
is a likely risk to the safety of
children we will issue an Interim
Bar until we have completed our
risk assessment”.
It means the teacher must
immediately stop any child-
related work in NSW.

“We will continue working with
the OCG and the school on these
matters — and the processes the
school has in place now to ensure
this doesn’t happen again,” the
spokesperson said.

The contents of the emails the
teacher allegedly sent to his
former student in 2014 included:
“I fantasized [sic] about u and
another girl in the class... 3 of us
together, very hot,” and “... [N]o
girl forgets undies, then sits with
legs apart. Just to tempt me ...
evill”

An external investigation by
the Association of Independent
Schools NSW found the conduct
was “not reportable”

The school headmaster,
Nicholas then

allowed the teacher to stay on

Sampson,

and later promoted him at the
school, which is set to turn co-
educational in 2026

Mr Sampson had been the
headmaster since 2012, but was
forced to resign last month over
the revelations.

The School Council said it led
to an “irrevocable breakdown of
trust”.

Angelina Jolie alleges ‘history’ of Brad Pitt’s physical abuse

prior to 2016 plane ride in new Miraval lawsuit filing

Angelina Jolie and Brad Pitt’s fight over the
French winery they once owned together is

coming to a head and reigniting older conflicts,
as new legal documents allege a “history of
physical abuse of Jolie” on the part of Pitt prior
to their fateful plane ride in 2016.

On Thursday, Jolie filed a motion with the Los
Angeles Superior Court, a copy of which CNN
has obtained, wherein she claims that she
attempted to sell Pitt her stake in the Miraval
winery and that their negotiations ultimately
broke down after Pitt conditioned the sale on
Jolie signing an NDA that “prohibited Jolie from
speaking (other than in court) about Pitt’s abuse
of Jolie and their children by attempting to tie
Pitt’s personal reputation to Miraval’s business.”
This week’s new filing stems from Pitt’s 2022
lawsuit, in which he claimed that he and Jolie
had an agreement that neither would sell their
stake in the winery without the other’s consent.
In a June 2023 filing, he alleged that Jolie’s sale of
her stake in the winery was “vindictive” after an
“adverse custody ruling”

Jolie also claims in Thursday’s filing that Pitts
“history of physical abuse of Jolie started well
before the familys September 2016 plane trip
from France to Los Angeles,” but does not go
into further detail about the alleged prior abuse.
“At trial, Jolie will prove through testimony,
emails, photographs, and other evidence why
Pitt was so concerned about his own misconduct
that he blew up his own deal to purchase Jolies
interest in Miraval because she refused to agree
to his new, expansive NDA,” the filing reads.
Jolie claims in the filing on Thursday that she
agreed to sign an NDA that was “limited to not
disparaging Miraval’s wine business” as part of
her initial deal to sell Pitt her stake in the winery,
which they were close to finalizing at the time.
Pitt had previously claimed in his June 2023
amended complaint that after Jolie would not
agree to sign his NDA, she proposed an even
broader NDA that “would have provided that
“[o]ther than in court pleadings or testimony,
neither party shall directly or through a party’s
representatives make in a public forum any

derogatory remark about the other party”

CNN has reached out to a representative for
Pitt seeking comment on the new allegations
outlined in Thursday’s filing.

“Mr. Pitt refused to purchase Ms. Jolie’s interest
when she would not be silenced by his NDA. By
refusing to buy her interest but then suing her,
Mr. Pitt put directly at issue why that NDA was
so important to him and what he hoped it would
bury: his abuse of Ms. Jolie and their family,” Paul
Murphy, Jolie’s attorney, told CNN in a statement
on Thursday. “After eight months of delays, this
motion asks the Court to force Mr. Pitt to finally
produce that evidence.”

Jolie never ended up pressing charges against Pitt
in relation to the 2016 altercation, according to
the filing, because she believed “the best course
was for Pitt to accept responsibility and help the
family recover from the post-traumatic stress he
caused.”

previously reported that Pitt was not arrested or
charged in connection with the 2016 incident
after the FBI completed its investigation, and a
representative for Pitt disputed Jolie’s account of
that incident included in an October 2022 filing.
Pitt’s representative said in a statement to CNN
at the time that “Brad has accepted responsibility
for what he did but will not for things he didn’t
do”

In October 2021, Jolie sold her half of the winery
to Tenute del Mondo, a subsidiary of Stoli Group,
controlled by Russian oligarch Yuri Shefler.

The ongoing legal proceedings and “Pitt’s
unyielding attempts to control and punish Jolie
continue to take a huge emotional and financial
toll on her and their family,” the filing reads. “Jolie
longs for their family to be able to heal and their
children to be spared further pain and trauma,
and truly wishes Pitt would want the same too.”
Jolie filed for divorce from Pitt in 2016. They
were declared legally single in 2019, and a joint
custody arrangement was established in 2021.
Legal proceedings as they pertain to the Miraval
dispute also remain ongoing. The former couple
purchased the country estate and winery in the
south of France in 2008.

however, was a ‘magical experience’

“What needs to happen immediately is Hamas needs to release hostages and we need to see
an immediate humanitarian ceasefire so that we can have aid at scale into Gaza where we
know we have a humanitarian catastrophe”

The Labor Party has long been divided on whether Australia should recognise Palestine.
Senator Wong said her government had not yet made a decision but was joining the
international debate on a long-term solution.

In February, Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu said in a statement that: “Israel
categorically rejects international dictates regarding a permanent settlement with the
Palestinians”.

“Israel will continue to oppose unilateral recognition of a Palestinian state,” Mr Netanyahu
said. “The failures of this approach by all parties over decades — as well as the Netanyahu
government’s refusal to even engage on the question of a Palestinian state — have caused
widespread frustration,” Senator Wong said on Tuesday night.

“So the international community is now considering the question of Palestinian statehood
as a way of building momentum towards a two-state solution.”

The Coalition released a statement late on Tuesday night criticising the government’s
language surrounding a two-state solution.

Shadow Minister for Foreign Affairs Simon Birmingham said the government’s argument
to “pre-emptively recognise a Palestinian state puts statehood before security and will be
seen as a win by the terrorists who initiated the current horrific conflict™

“To give the greatest chance for a sustainable ceasefire that leads to prospects for stability and
security, Labor should instead be applying maximum pressure on Hamas to immediately
and unconditionally release all hostages and surrender all terrorist capabilities, Mr
Birmingham said.

“There’s going to have to be a period of security achieved and that can only be achieved
once hostages are released, once Hamas has laid down its terrorist capabilities. Then you
can have a period of security and stability and that can then achieve the type of negotiating
environment to secure an ultimate two-state solution or any other approach that can
provide for long-term peace between Palestinian peoples and Israeli peoples.”

Spanish PM to lobby EU partners for Palestinian state recognition

Spanish Prime Minister Pedro Sanchez will meet several of his European Union counterparts
over the next week to try to garner support for the recognition of a Palestinian state, the
government said on Tuesday.

Sanchez’s agenda includes meetings with the prime ministers of Norway, Ireland, Portugal,
Slovenia and Belgium focusing on the EU’s position regarding the Israel-Hamas war in the
Gaza Strip, government spokesperson Pilar Alegria told reporters.

“We want to stop the humanitarian disaster in Gaza and help kickstart a political peace
process leading to the realization of the two-state solution as early as possible,” Alegria said.
Sanchez has previously said he expects Madrid to extend recognition to the Palestinians by
July and that he believes there would soon be a “critical mass” within the EU to push several
members to adopt the same position.

Spain, Ireland, Malta and Slovenia announced last month they would jointly work toward
recognition of a Palestinian state.

Israel told the four EU countries their initiative would amount to a “prize for terrorism”
that would reduce the chances of a negotiated resolution to the generations-old conflict.
Israeli forces launched a devastating air and ground offensive in Gaza in October after
militants of the Palestinian enclave’s ruling group Hamas went on a killing and kidnapping
spree inside Israel.

The EU has had much less sway on the conflict than the United States, Israel’s closest ally,
which has said a peace deal and Palestinian statehood in territory Israel occupied in a
1967 war can be reached only through direct negotiations, which have been stalled by
entrenched disputes for a decade.

Since 1988, 139 out of 193 United Nations member states have recognized Palestinian
statehood.

Sanchez is set to begin his diplomatic campaign with a trip to Oslo and Dublin on April
12, where he will meet with Norway’s Jonas Gahr Stoere and Ireland’s new premier Simon
Harris.

the campaign against the Labor government’s continued support for native forest
logging at the same time it's promising a sprawling new park to protect the endangered
marsupial. The left-leaning think tank released the video on Tuesday, alongside an open
letter signed by more than 100 political leaders, academics, environment and climate
experts. The letter calls on the government to immediately gazette the boundaries of
the Great Koala National Park to rule out any further destruction of their habitat.

It also says the government must get out of the business of logging native forests and
abandon plans to cash in on carbon credits associated with NSW forests.
Businessman and activist Geoff Cousins is supporting the campaign and says the
government’s position, as the owner of the Forestry Corporation, is untenable and
ministers know that. “The government keeps referring to the Forestry Corporation,
but Forestry Corporation is simply the NSW government under another name.

He recently met with Environment Minister Penny Sharpe and Agriculture Minister
Tara Moriarty, and says both “accept that the status quo cannot continue”

He also says the Forestry Corporation’s two biggest customers — Pentarch Holdings and
Brambles - recently contacted him.

“I didn't call them, they called me”

The executive director of Pentarch is Stephen Dadd, who is also the chair of the
Australian Forest Products Association.

Cousins says both companies must understand that buying Forestry Corporation
products resulting from the destruction of koala habitat is like supporting multinational
companies that pay sweatshop workers a pittance. “You can't maintain your good
reputation if you knowingly buy product from those sorts of sources.”

Both companies expressed the desire for an orderly transition away from native forest
logging to avoid the “shambles” Victoria saw when the government abruptly shut its
business down, years earlier than expected, he said

“The chair of the Forest Products Association, he said ‘yeah the last thing we want is
what happened in Victoria’ I said well you're going to get it unless you take a lead”
Australian Forest Products Association CEO Diana Hallam said the group reached out
to Cousins after recent media reports about his views on native forests.

“As Australia’s peak forest products industry advocacy body, we appreciate hearing
people’s views and concerns,” she said. “Those who campaign against Australia’s native
forestry sector are campaigning for worse environmental and climate outcomes. Our
objective is to make sure more people understand that”

As Forestry Corporation continues to log koala habitat, the government says it’s
pressing ahead with the complicated work of setting up the Great Koala National
Park in the state’s north. “The process includes thorough environmental, economic,
social and Aboriginal Cultural Heritage assessments which were part of the election
commitment,” a spokesperson has said. “Part of that work will include an assessment
of potential carbon benefits” Australia Institute senior fellow Stephen Long says there
are a thousand good reasons to protect koalas and forest biodiversity.

“Their value does not lie in their capacity to legitimise big polluters to continue to
pollute”

hikes, fresh data has revealed. CoreLogic’s latest data, released on Tuesday, shows that housing
valuesso farthisyear wererising faster than the pace of growth that was occurring at the end 0f 2023.

However, that 1.6 per cent jump in the three months to March was half the 3.3 per cent
quarter-on-quarter price rises that were occurring in the middle of 2023. “Rate hikes, cost
of living pressures and worsening housing affordability are all factors that have contributed
to softer housing conditions since mid-last year; CoreLogics research director Tim
Lawless said. “However, an undersupply of housing relative to demand continues to keep
upwards pressure on home values despite these headwinds” Every capital city apart from
Darwin, where prices fell 0.2 per cent, experienced an increase in house values in March.
CoreLogic's home value index has increased $71,832 or 10.2 per cent since January 2023.
Regional housing markets are also booming, although Victoria stood out with a 0.3
per cent drop in home values. Home sales across the country in the past three months
were estimated to be 9.5 per cent higher in comparison to last years first quarter.
On rents, unit prices continue to rise faster than leasing a house, but the analysis shows a gradual
narrowing of the gap between house and unit rental growth trends. “A rise in rental yields
alongside an expectation that housing values could rise and rental markets remain tight for an
extended period of time is likely to be seen as an attractive opportunity for property investors,’
Lawless said. However, he warned that with mortgage rates averaging 6 per cent, investors new to
the market could expect to make a loss on their rental unless they “stump up a sizeable deposit’.
