Defence Minister Richard Marles
says he is still confident United
States ambassador Kevin Rudd can
deliver Australias AUKUS nuclear
submarine program, despite recent
comments by former president
Donald Trump throwing his future
into question.

Asked earlier this week about US
ambassador Kevin Rudd, the former
president said he had heard Dr Rudd
was “nasty’, and said he may not last
long if he remained hostile to a re-
elected Trump administration.

The comments have prompted rare
questioning of an overseas posting
by the Opposition, with former
deputy prime minister Barnaby
Joyce claiming Dr Rudd is “cooked”
if Mr Trump wins the US election in
November.

Opposition Leader Peter Dutton
said on Friday the onus was on Dr

Rudd to repair the relationship,
as he noted a “long history” of
ambassadors being recalled when
they were unable to work with a
foreign government.

Of key concern is whether Dr Rudd
could progress Australia’s most
significant defence agreement in
decades, AUKUS, which would see
Australia acquire nuclear-powered
submarines in a technology sharing
deal with the United States and
United Kingdom.

Speaking on ABC’s Insiders, the
defence minister said he had no
reason to believe AUKUS would be
threatened by a Trump presidency.
“We have seen Kevin working
at a pace, lobbying in respect of
legislation in Congress across the
political spectrum with Democrats
and Republicans alike, and he’s
doing a great job,” Mr Marles said.

India was the top birth country for
those moving to Australia, according
to the latest available data.

China was the second most
common birth country, followed
by the Philippines, and the United
Kingdom.

Australians, presumably returning
home from time overseas, rounded
out the top five.

Which states and territories are
people leaving and where for?

The high level of overseas arrivals
meant there was positive population
growth in every state and territory,
but most lost more residents to
interstate migration than they
gained.

Queensland continued to be the
most popular place for Australians to
move to, with the state’s population
growing by 32,625 interstate arrivals
in the year to September 2023.
Western Australia came in second,
growing by 11,233 residents, while
NSW was the least popular, losing
33,202 people to other parts of the
country.

Overall, WA had the fastest-growing
population with an increase of
3.3 per cent on the previous year.
Victoria came in second with
a growth rate of 2.9 per cent,
while  Queensland came in
close behind with 2.7 per cent.
Tasmania had the slowest rate of

growth at just 0.3 per cent.

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Optus could be sold to Canadian private
equity giant in $18 billion deal

Optus - or at least a significant share
of it - could be offloaded to a private
equity firm in a deal worth up to $18
billion.

Singtel, the company’s Singapore-
based owner, is reportedly discussing
a sale of Australia’s second-largest
telco with Canadian asset manager
Brookfield - a move that, if it goes
through, could spark a price war that
would benefit Australian customers.
“Consumer-wise... ~ its  actually
probably a good thing,” analyst Evan
Lucas said.

“In the short term they probably will
create a price war because they know
they can grab market share really
quickly,” he added.

However, any such deal is still likely a
fair way away.

“Yes, theyre in ‘advanced talks, but
advanced talks does not mean a deal,
Lucas said.

“The price clearly still hasn't been
settled”

Even if an agreement is reached
between Singtel and Brookfield,
any deal would come under close
scrutiny from Australian regulators
given telecommunication services are
considered essential infrastructure.
“The regulator is the unknown
quantity here and they will have a lot
to say, Evans said.

OPTUS

Singtel has owned Optus since 2001,
but the Australian telco has caused
headaches for its Singaporean parent
company in recent years.

The high-profile data leak severely
damaged Optus’ reputation in 2022,
before last year’s mass outage impacted
emergency calls and left millions of
customers without phone service for
the best part of a day.

Singtel said last month that the outage
cost it $61 million.

Last week, polling firm Roy Morgan
said the telco remains the most
distrusted brand in Australia on the
back of the two incidents, which led
to the departure of former CEO Kelly
Bayer Rosmarin late last year.

“Its been some time since the Optus
breach... but they haven't really been
able to turn around sentiment,” Roy
Morgan CEO Michele Levine said.
Last week, it wasannounced that
Lambo Kanagaratnam, the managing
director of networks who was in charge
of Optus’ technology and operations
during the outage, was leaving the
telco after nine years.

Aussie driver ‘busted’ by traffic camera
wins fight over $1161 fine

Artificial intelligence and humans
detected an infringement, but there
was more to the story.

A Queensland motorist has shared the
hefty fine he was ordered to pay after
being “caught” with a mobile phone on
his lap while driving - despite images
of the event showing otherwise.
Anthony didn't pay the fine, and
after our investigation it has been
withdrawn.

On March 1, he was driving his Nissan
Patrol on Mains Road on Brisbane’s
southside with his mobile phone
mounted on the windscreen using a
suction cup system.

Its something the factory worker
has done for years, and is compliant
with Queensland’s laws about mobile
phone usage while driving in the state,
which prevent motorists from holding
their device or resting it on a part of
their body.

However, he soon received a letter
in the mail informing him he had

broken the law, complete with a $1161
fine and a four demerit point penalty
to be paid before March 29.

While the infringement notice alleged
Anthony had the phone placed on his
lap, the two images on the fine show
the iPhone affixed to the windscreen
on a Quad Lock mount.

Mobile phone detection cameras in
Queensland use artificial intelligence
(AI) and analyse images for a potential
offence, which are then assessed by
an authorised Queensland Revenue
Office member to determine if the law
has been broken.

Many Queenslanders mightn't be
aware that there is a way to have their
fine reviewed, short of going to court.
While there’s no online portal like New
South Wales, Queenslanders slugged
with a fine can email the state’s revenue
office to have the offence re-evaluated
— though if they’re unsuccessful, they
could still be forced to go to court to
have it overturned.
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New NDIS taskforce to investigate
providers overcharging disability
participants

NDIS participants being exploited
by unfair price hikes can now report
price gouging to a new taskforce.
The federal government has launched
a crack down on illegal overcharging,
led by the Australian Competition
and Consumer Commission, which
will be able to investigate providers
who impose an “NDIS ‘wedding
tax” and jack up prices just because
someone is on the National Disability
Insurance Scheme.

NDIS Minister Bill Shorten vowed
to put “shonky” providers who
extorted people with a disability out
of business, saying some people had
made themselves millionaires by
rorting taxpayer funds for disability
services.

The Australian Criminal Intelligence
Commission estimated as much as
a fifth of all NDIS expenditure was
rorted.

Mr Shorten said participants and
their carers, guardians and nominees
would receive letters from this week
explaining their rights and how to

“fight back” against providers who
overcharge.

“The era of ripping off disabled
people on the NDIS is over,;, Mr
Shorten said.

“Charging you more just because
you are simply an NDIS participant
is wrong and it is a breach of federal
law. We have upgraded the NDIS
rules to make it clear overcharging is
prohibited and we have further legal
changes coming to more strongly
prohibit and punish such practices”
Consumers will be able to report
to the taskforce, which will then
assess complaints and launch an
investigation where a participant
may have been overcharged.

While the ACCC does not normally
consider individual price complaints,
the new code of conduct for NDIS
providers obliges them not to
charge a higher price for goods for
a participant “without a reasonable
justification” — so  the consumer
watchdog could determine a provider

has breached the code.

Greens, Nats unite on ‘big stick’ plan to
break up supermarkets

Supermarkets that steamroll their

customers and suppliers could
be stripped of investments and
properties under proposed laws.

The Greens will push divestiture
powers in the Senate this week,
allowing the government to step in
and break up food retail giants.
The  Nationals  and

independents are also calling for

some

such “big stick” laws.

Prime Minister Anthony Albanese
has ruled it out, likening divestiture
powers to the former Soviet Union.
But Greens senator Nick McKim
said supermarket giants had had it
too easy for too long, as households
struggled to balance strained budgets
with high food prices.

“We need to stop supermarket
corporations ruthlessly using their
market power to gouge prices while
raking in billions of dollars in
profits,” he said.

“The market domination of Coles
and Woolworths gives them the
power to crush farmers, squeeze
out competition and shaft their
customers.”

Divestiture powers targeting the
supermarket duopoly were nothing
new, McKim said.

Britain, the US, Ireland, Italy and the
Netherlands have similar laws.

The powers would also cover big
banks and energy giants to ensure
competition across different sectors,
McKim said.

Nationals senator Bridget McKenzie

Australia’s fresl

said her party backed divestiture

powers, while taking aim at Albanese
over his comments it was Soviet-like.
“The US, a whole range of our G20
competitors have divestiture powers,
as a way to mitigate against duopolies
and the misuse of market powers,
she told Nines Today on Tuesday.

“It's something that we've been very
strong proponents of for a long time.”

and  Woolworths  have
strong-arming
suppliers, stitching up farmers and
shafting customers.

The retailers have defended their
prices and relationships, saying they
are trying to balance fair prices for
producers against low prices for
customers.

The supermarkets are under pressure
onseveral fronts, with a parliamentary
inquiry and at least two external
investigations underway.

One of those is into the Food and
Grocery Code of Conduct, which
governs the relationship between
supermarkets and producers.

“Many farmers have certainly spoken
to me about how hard they find it to
deal with the supermarket chains and
the lack of transparency that exists
in those negotiations,” Agriculture
Minister Murray Watt said.

“This review of the code marks
an  important  step  towards
understanding how our supermarket
sector is working to deliver fair prices
for everyday Australians and for our
hardworking farmers”

Of that multimillion-dollar sum, $498,359 was set aside as a I
direct “grant” to Mary, who was still Princess Mary, a finance 1
report published by the royal palace has revealed.

The Danish royal couple’s joint income, paid for by the state,

was mostly spent on housing and staffing costs, the Daily

Mail has reported.

The amount left over after those costs were covered
— approximately  $640,000 — was spent on
unofficial travel, clothing and personal expenses.

But that was all before Mary and Frederick became Queen and
King in January of this year.

Now, their salaries will likely skyrocket even higher.

When Frederik’s mother Margrethe was Queen, her salary to
maintain the royal household was approximately $13 million
for 2023.

She also had an additional private allowance of $2.9 million.
That suggests Mary and Frederik will have their pay packets
rise substantially this year and beyond.

However, the Danish government is looking at overhauling
the system which determines how much money royals are
granted.

New legislation will determine how much money will be
allocated to the running of the royal household and how much
will be allocated for private expenditure.

The Danish royal family does not have to pay tax on its income,
and they also earn money from private means.

For example, Mary and Frederik made headlines in Denmark
when it was revealed they were renting their Swiss ski lodge
hideaway on Air BnB for up to $20,000 per week.

While the couple undoubtedly live a lavish lifestyle, Mary is
known for often re-wearing outfits, which has prompted her
to be dubbed by some as a “green,” economical royal.

But that doesn't stop her from splashing out on occasion.

The Tasmanian-born mother-of-four regularly wears luxury
labels, once spending around $3000 on a floral print coat by
Italian brand Taller Marmo.

She’s also been photographed wearing a dress by Australian
brand Zimmermann that retails for an eye-watering $3800.
But she has also been seen wearing high street brands, once
attending an event in (an albeit customised) dress by Swedish
fast fashion chain H&M.

The couple and their children live in Frederik VIIT’s Palace at
Amalienborg, the royal residence in Copenhagen.

They also have a separate summer house at Fredensborg
Palace, about 40 minutes’ drive north of the capital.

Part of Frederik VII's palace at Amalienborg is open to the
public, but not the family’s private residence, which eagle-
eyed observers can occasionally get a glimpse of via the royal
family’s official Instagram account.

Every so often, a picture will appear from inside the royal
residence, showing expected glimpses of expensive furniture,
walls decked with paintings and the obligatory chandeliers.
But while they have all the trappings of luxury, Frederik and
Mary occasionally display some down-to-earth behaviour too.
Mary became known as the “bicycling royal” because she
loved to ride around Copenhagen on two wheels.

When her twins Josephine and Vincent were younger, Mary
was often seen riding them from the palace to their nearby
school on a cargo bike.

But there was one factor that separated Mary from the rest
of the parents seeing their kids off to school — the presence

of two bodyguards, always cycling behind in close proximity.

Peace, healing, mercy and forgiveness
are possible and doable”

Across the city at St Paul's Cathedral, Archbishop Phillip Freier said the day provided
an opportunity for people of all walks of life to reflect.

“In a world where we can often feel as if we don't count for anything, in God’s eyes, we
all count,” he said.

“The death of Jesus and his resurrection is an invitation for us to receive that as a
personal gift”

In Sydney’s south, Father James McCarthy’s message to the hundreds of worshippers
who gathered at St Aloysius Gonzaga Church was for them to treat Easter Sunday like
it was NRL grand final day for Jesus.

In the heartland of the Cronulla Sharks, Fr McCarthy said despite their local team
not winning the premiership since 2016, he asked church attendees to celebrate every
Easter as the “premiership of Jesus’s resurrection”.

In Hobart, Catholics gathered at St Mary’s Cathedral for Easter Sunday Mass.

Celine Kakumanu attended with her family. She said the day was about forgiveness and
repentance.

“I feel happy because he’s resurrected and he’s giving us blessings of love, peace and joy,’
Ms Kakumanu said.

Fellow church-goer Catherine also had a traditional view of Easter.

“People always think that it’s Easter eggs and all that stuff, but the main reason is the
resurrection of Christ,” she said.

message from the central balcony of St. Peter’s Basilica.

He has repeatedly deplored the death and destruction in the Israel-Gaza
war.

“I appeal once again that access to humanitarian aid be ensured to Gaza,
and call once more for the prompt release of the hostages seized on last
October 7 and for an immediate ceasefire in the Strip,” he said on Sunday.
“How much suffering we see in the eyes of children, the children have
forgotten to smile in those war zones.

“With their eyes, children ask us: Why? Why all this death? Why all this
destruction? War is always an absurdity and a defeat”

The pope’s Easter message traditionally focuses on world affairs, and he
mentioned other flashpoints, including Ukraine, Syria, Lebanon, Armenia
and Azerbaijan, Haiti, Myanmar, Sudan, the Sahel and Horn of Africa
regions, Congo and Mozambique.

After asking Italian Cardinal Matteo Zuppi last year to mediate the
repatriation of Ukrainian children from Russia and Russian-occupied
territories, Francis called for “a general exchange of all prisoners between
Russia and Ukraine”.

He also condemned human trafficking and prayed for “a path of hope” for
those suffering from violence, hunger and the effects of climate change, as
well as consolation for “the victims of terrorism in all its forms”.

Francis, 87, has been in poor health in recent weeks, forcing him on
repeated occasions to limit his public speaking and cancel engagements
as he did on Good Friday, skipping at short notice a procession at Rome’s
Colosseum.

unarmed technical observers known as UNTSO, are stationed in southern
Lebanon to monitor hostilities along the demarcation line between
Lebanon and Israel, known as the Blue Line.

Andrea Tenenti, a spokesperson for the United Nations’ peacekeeping
mission in southern Lebanon, confirmed that the four were injured and
had been evacuated for medical treatment after an explosion occurred
nearby.

The three military observers, who are from Australia, Chile, and Norway,
were unarmed, he said.

“The targeting of peacekeepers is unacceptable,” he said.

Mr Tenenti said UNIFIL had informed all warring parties of their patrols
as usual and the observers’ vehicle was carrying clear UN markings.

“We repeat our call for all actors to cease the current heavy exchanges of
fire before more people are unnecessarily hurt,” he said.

The Australian Department of Defence confirmed a Australian Defence
Force (ADF) member was injured while “undertaking a routine United
Nations patrol to monitor activity near the Israeli-Lebanon border”.
“Defence is taking the appropriate steps to ensure the safety and welfare of
the member,” it said in a statement.

Lebanese armed group Hezbollah, which supports Hamas, has been
trading fire with the Israeli military across the Blue Line since the start of
the war in Gaza.

The UN secretary general Antonio Guterres condemned the recent
explosion, saying the cross-border hostilities between Hezbollah and
Israel “continue to be of grave concern”.

“The repeated breaches of the cessation of hostilities are in violation of
Security Council resolution 1701, he said in a statement.

“The impact on civilian areas, with dozens of civilian fatalities reported,
destruction of residential and agricultural areas, and displacement of tens
of thousands of people on both sides of the Blue Line, is unacceptable.”
Lebanon’s caretaker prime minister Najib Mikati also condemned what he
described as the “targeting” of UN staff.

Lebanese media, citing security officials, reported an Israeli drone strike
targeted the UN observers in the southern village of Wadi Katmoun near

the border town of Rmeish on Saturday.
